Now is the time............... 
 
Want to make Australia your home? Skilled migration is based on a points system.  

- Ask us what your options are for migration  to Australia 
- Ask us if you will get enough points to meet the pass mark now, or what you can do to meet the 

pass mark later. 
- Ask us approximately how long the processing will take from the beginning 
- Ask us what you need to consider in planning to move to Australia from where you are.

 Susan wanted to know if the Diploma of Business Management she was studying in Australia 
would qualify her for an application for Temporary or Permanent Resident when she finished. No. 

            Was there a way she could qualify for a residence visa? Yes. 
 

 Rohan was over 30 years of age and studying a Diploma course at a College. Would he be 
successful in an application for Temporary or Permanent Residence when he finished? No.  

            Could we advise him about how to change this situation and eventually get residence in  
Australiaa?Yes        
 
And many others about how the rule changes affected them. Every overseas student currently studying a 
vocational course is directly affected by the changes in the rules which were introduced on 1st January 
2010. 
 
If you are one, then see us soon. 
 

 Kwang held a Bridging E Visa while awaiting the outcome of an appeal to the Minister.  
Was it likely to be successful? No. Was there any way he could avoid having to leave Australia? Probably 
not. Was there any way he might be able to return as a resident? Yes. 
 
One or two people who were dependent on their partner’s Temporary Residence visa (Student Visa in 
one case, 457 in another) wanting to know if there was any way they could stay in Australia legally if 
they left the relationship. Occasionally there is but in these two cases – No. 
 
Many interviews about Partner Visas.  Each one is different. There are a number of pathways in this 
category and careful planning of the application process is essential to minimise the length of separation 
for the couple.
